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Executive Summary

Economic development that purely focuses on economic growth has led to an
imbalanced growth, non-inclusive development and adverse effect on social and
environmental dimensions in many countries. The shift toward sustainable economic growth
has, therefore, been given priority by global community. The United nations has initiated
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) to promote sustainable development through 17
development goals covering various dimensions of balanced growth within the 15-year
timescale between 2015 - 2030. The SDGs have become the parameters for development of
many countries including Thailand.

This study aims to develop the SDGs Priority Index that can be used to increase an
efficiency of policy design for the Ministry of Finance (MOF). The team aims to achieve this
goal through first prioritizing SDGs using the Pairwise Comparison method and prioritizing
various SDGs Targets associated with MOF long-term strategies in four dimensions consisting
of urgency, importance, impact and Institutional & regulatory readiness. Utilising the
methods described, the team anticipates that the results of this research would be able to
provide policy recommendation on how MOF could prioritize its strategies to achieve
sustainable growth under the context of SDGs.

The technical workshop with MOF officials from various departments to prioritize 17
SDGs has shown the top five prioritized SDGs as followed: (1) Good Health and Well-Being
(2) Zero Hunger (3) Quality Education (4) Clean Water and Sanitation and (5) No Poverty. The
team has therefore narrowed down SDGs Targets related to MOF strategies to 27 Targets.
The result from the second workshop shows that the top five prioritized Targets are as
followed: (1) Ensure that all girls and boys completely free, equitable and quality primary
and secondary education leading to relevant and effective learning outcome (2) Implement
nationally appropriate social protection systems and measures for all, including floors, and
achieve substantial coverage of the poor and the vulnerable (3) Develop quality, reliable,
sustainable and resilient infrastructure to support economic development and human well-
being, with focus on affordable and equitable access (4) Provide access to safe, affordable,
accessible and sustainable transport systems for all, improving road safety with special
attention to the needs of those in vulnerable situations and (5) Sustain per Capita economic

growth in accordance with national circumstances.



The finding also suggests a positive correlation in three out of four dimensions
namely (1) Urgency (2) Importance and (3) Impact. Meanwhile, the last dimension of
institutional and regulatory readiness is quite uncorrelated with other dimensions.

Interviews with officials from the MOF and academic scholars suggest that the ranking
results of SDGs in both goal and target level are appropriate and align with Thailand’s
development context. In addition, the interviewers also offer useful recommendations and
comments on sustainable development and challenges to achieve SDGs Targets.

Aligning the top 10 prioritized Targets with MOF strategies, the team finds that under
sustainable development context, the MOF should prioritize its strategies focusing on
(1) Reducing inequality and promote inclusive growth (2) Enhancing Thailand’s
competitiveness and (3) Promoting Green Economy. On tactical level, the MOF should focus
on the following prioritized policies: (1) Improve access to quality education and enhance
professional knowledge and skills (2) Improve welfare, remuneration and benefits from the
public sector and develop long-term savings channel in preparation for ageing society (3)
Support investment in physical infrastructure to reduce cost of doing business for private
sector (4) Support MOF’s strategies in enhancing Thailand’s competitiveness (5) Design fiscal
policy that focuses on redistribution and (6) Design fiscal policy that focuses on green
economy and green financing.

Lastly, this study delivers in-depth policy recommendation, using data from the
interviews and the team’s analysis, for the MOF’s operation to achieve the top five

prioritized SDGs Targets.
